Maundy Thursday Service
Thursday, April 1, 2021, 7:00 pm
Maundy Thursday comes from the Latin
word “mandatum” which means
commandment. The command Jesus gave
to his disciples as he met with them for the
Lord’s Supper is “that you love one another;
even as | have loved you, that you also love
one another” (John 13: 34). His love for us
is symbolized in the Lord’s Supper,
representing his death on the cross for our
sin. He also washed the disciple’s feet as an
expression of our need to serve one
another. Therefore, we will celebrate
communion at the Maundy Thursday
service, and not on Easter Sunday,
Aoril 4. 2021.
